· To provide an educational process within the Hospital that will encourage all staff to approach patient care with a strong commitment to the ethics of life, death and the promotion of wellness.

· To provide input into the development and review of policies and guidelines that will promote high standards of ethical practice with the hospital in order to facilitate sound and informed practice and decision making.

· To provide individual case consultation in response to requests from staff, patients or their families.

· To provide an ethical review process of proposed and ongoing clinical research projects.
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
